DESCRIPTION/SPECIFICATIONS/WORK STATEMENT

2. SPECIFICATIONS 

The Contractor shall provide Husbanding Services and other supplies and services as described below.  As consideration for the performance and management of these services, the Contractor shall be paid the applicable daily husbanding fee. Performance of the services includes providing for any line item(s) or portions thereof which may be required in accordance with the terms of the contract at the fixed rates or Port Tariffs set out in Section titled, SUPPLIES OR SERVICES AND PRICES. The Ordering Officer is to notify the Contracting Officer of any changes authorized in accordance with the requirements of this paragraph.

The quality of all services rendered shall conform to the highest standards in the relevant profession, trade, or field of endeavor.  All services shall by rendered by or supervised directly by individuals fully qualified and licensed in the relevant profession, trade, or field.  Without additional expense to the Government, the Contractor shall be responsible for obtaining any necessary insurance, licenses, and permits, and for complying with any applicable laws, codes, and regulations, in connection with the performance of the work.  Further, the Contractor is responsible for ensuring that proper safety and health precautions are taken to protect the work, the workers, the public, and the property of others.

Unit prices for all contract items described below shall be inclusive of all necessary equipment, licensed operators, all liability insurance as required by local law, holiday and overtime costs, customs clearances, fuel and operating expenses.

Unless otherwise provided herein, in the event an order is canceled at least 24 hours prior to the required delivery, the U.S. Government shall not be liable for any charges.  For any order not canceled at least 24 hours prior to the required delivery time, the Ordering Activity shall be responsible for termination costs in accordance with FAR Clause 52.249-4, "Termination for Convenience", as negotiated.  Any disagreements shall be subject to the Disputes clause.

A.  HUSBANDING SERVICES   (BASE YEAR – CLINS 0001, 0002) 

Husbanding services will be required in the port specified to support various types and classes of U.S. Navy and U.S. Coast Guard vessels (See Note J located on page 4).

Except for advance parties and INMARSAT telephone calls discussed below, the Husbanding Fees set out in Section titled, SUPPLIES OR SERVICES AND PRICES constitute total consideration for performance of Husbanding Services, including all overhead and office expenses (e.g., labor, telephone, telex, postage, etc.) and Contractor overtime.   

The Contractor shall provide assistance in making arrangements for supplies and services prior to a ship's arrival, to any advance party or representative, as designated by the ship’s Supply Officer, sent to the port in support of the vessel. When the Contractor hosts an advance party (normally two weeks advance notification will be provided) for ships prior to their arrival in port, the Contractor is entitled to bill for the support of the advance party at the SUBSEQUENT DAYS ADVANCE PARTIES daily rate for Husbanding Services.

If the ship's Supply Officer, or his designated representative, requests the Contractor to make INMARSAT calls to the ship in advance of the ship's arrival, the Contractor will be reimbursed by the ship.  The Contractor will present a separate bill for INMARSAT calls.  The bill that is presented for INMARSAT calls made by the Contractor or the advance party, must show a breakdown by individual call, to include date, time, and length of call.  This bill will be separate and distinct from the costs incurred from the use of any cellular telephones by the ship while in port. 

1.  PRELIMINARY ARRANGEMENTS

Upon notification of a forthcoming visit by a U.S. vessel from the U.S. Defense Attache Office (USDAO), or other authorized Ordering Activity, the Contractor shall make such preliminary arrangements as necessary with port authorities, other U.S. Government contractors, and other commercial firms, as required, to provide services requested by the ship.  Generally, one week to ten days advance notice of a visiting ship's requirements is provided for port visits.  The husbanding agent shall provide an estimate to the USDAO and respective ship(s) prior to arrival of the ship(s) in port in accordance with item V. herein.

Upon notification of a port visit cancellation, the contractor shall take immediate action to terminate all services and supplies requested in the Logistics Request (LOGREQ) and any subsequent LOGREQ changes.  If cancellation for the port visit occurs within 48 hours of scheduled arrival, the Contractor is entitled to the First Day of Services as shown in Section titled, SUPPLIES OR SERVICES AND PRICES, and then only if services cannot be cancelled.  Cancellation requests providing less than 48 hours notice shall be acted on immediately by the contractor.  However, in the event some services covered under this contract cannot be cancelled, the ship shall be responsible for these incurred costs.  The contractor shall forward invoices relative to cancellation costs to: the U.S. Navy Caribbean coordinator or his/her designated representative by contacting (787) 865-4214/5455 or cellular (787) 409-9330 for certification.  Contractors shall include their direct deposit “routing indicator” on all such invoices if payment by electronic funds transfer (EFT) is desired/available.  Failure to do so could delay payment.

2.  INITIAL BOARDING


(a)  The Contractor shall board each ship upon arrival.   For multiple ship arrival on the same day and in the same port, the Contractor shall board the ship(s) upon arrival or as soon as thereafter as practicable, but in any case within four hours after arrival of each ship. At the discretion of each Supply Officer, they may waive the above requirement for individual boardings by the Contractor, and schedule a joint "Arrival Conference."  This conference does not relieve the Contractor from the initial boarding of any ship not represented at the conference.

        (b)  The Contractor shall, upon boarding, provide the Supply Officer(s) with English language copies of applicable port tariffs; copy of current contract prices for that particular port; a letter from the husbanding contractor’s financial institution stating the current service charge for payment by credit card;  a copy of the water taxi inspection checklist, and shall have available any other information provided by the Fleet and Industrial Supply Center (FISC) Norfolk, for distribution to ships. 


(c)  The Contractor shall, upon initial boarding, be prepared to brief ship personnel on available athletic and recreational facilities in the vicinity of the port in which the ship is berthed.  Such information shall include the location, hours of operation, and cost of facilities including but not limited to soccer fields, basketball courts, and swimming areas, and the availability of local teams for competitive athletics.

3. ORDERING AND PROCESSING   

The Contractor shall monitor the delivery of supplies and rendering of services as set forth in Section titled, SUPPLIES OR SERVICES AND PRICES/COSTS to ensure performance is as requested by the ship.  In the performance of these duties the Contractor shall visit the ship at least once a day throughout the ship's visit.  The Contractor is also required to be on call at all times during the visit and take action to assist with supplies and services as they may arise. 

4.  PASSING SHIPS' ORDERS TO OTHER GOVERNMENT CONTRACTORS

When required, the Contractor shall act as liaison and assist in coordinating the arrangement of supplies and services provided by other commercial and military concerns (fuel suppliers, port authorities, local Navy).  

Coordination is required to avoid duplication of services, or the obstruction of performance by any of the parties involved.  Any disputes or discrepancies arising from other orders will be resolved directly between the ordering ship and the other Contractor(s) with the assistance of the Contractor, if required.  Generally, each Supply Officer shall assume that the agent is the single point of contact for all services to be received for the visit and hold the agent responsible for all coordination matters.

5.   GENERAL ASSISTANCE

(a)  The Contractor shall assist with all official requirements of the ship associated with its port call, as requested by the ship's Supply Officer, or his designated representative.  This includes, but is not limited to, making available a list of sources and prices for frequently requested miscellaneous services (tours, recreational tours, money exchange services, laundry/dry cleaning services, etc.). 

(b) CONFLICT OF INTEREST -  The Contractor shall disclose to the Supply Officer of any ship for which the Contractor is providing services of any financial or beneficial interest the Contractor has or may have in any vendor whose supplies or services that are not otherwise covered under this contract are being proffered to the Supply Officer.  The purpose of this provision is to insure that the Contractor, or any vendor with whom the Contractor has a financial or beneficial relationship, will not, promote that vendor of supplies or services over other such comparable vendors, when the Contractor is providing assistance to the Supply Officer in conducting market surveys and/or gathering pricing information.  Should a situation occur where the Contractor has a financial or beneficial interest in a vendor, and has disclosed same to the Supply Officer,  and it is determined that the supply or service is essential to the ship’s mission and no other source exists to provide such supply or service, the Supply Officer, in his/her discretion may enter into a contractual relationship with that vendor.  However, such an occurrence shall be reported to the Contracting Officer so that future occurrences, where possible, can be avoided.  This provision shall remain in effect for the life of the contract.

(c)  The contractor may be requested to assist with customs clearance of inbound transshipment air/sea cargo for the ship which may arrive in advance of the scheduled port call.  The Contractor is responsible for providing secure/bonded storage for all inbound cargo and mail. Anticipated usage is (300 to 500 square feet) for 2 to 3 days (as required). (See Line Item for " CARGO DRAYAGE/FREE TIME/DEMURRAGE/

DETENTION".  The Contractor is also responsible for accounting for receipt of inbound material, storage, and the delivery of inbound air/sea cargo to the ship.  The contractor is responsible for retaining proof of delivery documentation for a period of six months after the time of material delivery to the ship for the purpose of reconciling with invoices.

      (d)  When requirements exist for items not listed in Section titled, SUPPLIES OR SERVICES AND PRICES/COSTS, the Contractor shall assist the Supply Officer of the vessel in purchasing requirements from reliable sources.  The Contractor is responsible for meeting the highest standards of care and business judgement when assisting with purchases of ship requirements. The Supply Officer will issue a separate contract/purchase order, and/or use the Government Wide Commercial Card for the non-contract items. 

The Contractor will be held liable for all damages and cost impacts to the U.S. Government resulting from the Contractor's failure to exercise reasonable care in the performance of any services or the execution of contractual duties pursuant to this contract.  The Contractor is not required to arrange unofficial or personal requests from individual crew members.

        (e) When, and if, requested by the ship, the Contractor shall assist in arranging for the timely acquisition of fresh fruit and vegetables (FFV), bread and eggs and other subsistence items. The Contractor shall, therefore, conduct a market survey and provide this information, including pricing information from three companies (when practicable), to the Supply Officer of the ship.  The Supply Officer of the ship, then, must process the requirement and issue a separate contract/purchase order for the FFV, bread, and or eggs in accordance with the U.S. Federal Acquisition Regulations.

        (f)  The visiting ship(s) will use the Logistics Requirements Message (LOGREQ) as the primary means of ordering supplies and services in advance of arrival.  The LOGREQ will be passed to the Contractor by e-mail/fax.  The Supply Officer or his designated representative will submit requests for additional supplies and services once the ship has arrived in port. Changes to LOGREQs in advance of ship's arrival, to include adjustments in quantity, product substitutions or additional requirements, may be made by any of the designated Ordering Offices.  Changes may be made by telephone with a confirming fax forwarded to the Contractor.

(g) The Contractor shall be available (either in person or by phone) 24 hours a day, seven days a week during the time frame of the port visit, and shall visit the ship as necessary, but at least once a day.

6.  COMMUNICATION/INTERPRETER SERVICES

     (a)  All Contractor personnel who deal directly with the ship, shall be fluent in English, i.e., they must speak and understand conversational English and be able to discuss technical aspects of shipboard requirements and services available in the ports.

     (b)  The Contractor is responsible for providing all interpreter services necessary to assure timely delivery and performance of the supplies and services identified in Section titled, SUPPLIES OR SERVICES AND PRICES, and under Section titled, DESCRIPTION/SPECIFICATIONS/WORK STATEMENT, paragraph entitled "General Assistance."

     (c)  The charges for the services described in (a) and (b) are included in the prices for Husbanding Fees set forth in Section titled, SUPPLIES OR SERVICES AND PRICES.

    (d)  An important requirement of services under this contract is to ensure a prompt exchange of information between the agent and the ships.  In coordinating the needs of a U. S. Navy port visit, particularly when more than one ship is in port, the Contractor can expect to encounter a very busy logistics environment.  A great deal of information exchange between the Contractor and each ship will be necessary to cover the necessary details, and to modify them as conditions change.  PROBLEMS, DELAYS IN SERVICE, SCHEDULE CHANGES, CONFLICTS IN SCHEDULE AND ANY OTHER QUESTIONS THE CONTRACTOR ENCOUNTERS SHOULD BE BROUGHT TO THE ATTENTION OF THE APPROPRIATE POINT OF CONTACT (SUPPLY OFFICER OR COMMAND DUTY OFFICER) AS SOON AS POSSIBLE SO THAT THE SITUATION CAN BE RESOLVED.     

    (e)  The Contractor will keep the Supply Officer or his designated representative informed of the status of delivery of supplies and services, for example any delays in supplies and services, schedule changes or schedule conflicts, from those originally requested by the ship in their LOGREQ or LOGREQ changes, or those requested by the Supply Officer after the ship(s) arrival in port.  

7.  PRE-SAILING VISIT

(a)  For port visits,  the Contractor shall make a concerted effort to present invoices for as many incurred charges as possible to the Supply Officer of the ship one day prior to vessel departure.  At that time, the Contractor will notify the Command Duty Officer (CDO) of the time the pilot and tugs are scheduled to arrive the following day to assist with vessel departure.

(b) The point of contact for presentation of invoices is the Supply Officer or his designated representative.

8.  SUPPLIES AND SERVICES OTHER THAN HUSBANDING 

    The Contractor is responsible to procure, manage, and ensure timely delivery or performance of all supplies or services ordered under this contract, or procured by a ship or Contracting Officer with the Contractor's assistance. 

B.  TRASH REMOVAL    (BASE YEAR – CLIN 0003)

(1)  The Contractor shall furnish all labor, tools, materials, equipment and supervision necessary for the performance of all operations incidental to the collection and disposal of refuse, including liquid, semi-liquid, or solid garbage (as defined below in REFUSE SERVICE DEFINITIONS) generated by U.S. Navy vessels. 

(2)  For ships pierside, unless prohibited by Port regulations, the contractor shall furnish dedicated trash containers/barges near the ship (within 25 meters) or alongside the ship.  If port regulations prohibit this proximity, the containers/ barges shall be placed as close as permitted.  The containers/ barges shall be emptied by Contractor personnel with sufficient frequency to allow trash disposal by the ship whenever required.

(3)  The Contractor's duties and responsibilities for both pierside or anchorage "days" are as follows:

          (a)  Removal and Disposal.  All refuse from vessels in plastic bags or cardboard boxes shall be collected as ordered.  All other loose refuse, such as cardboard boxes, cartons, bundled and tied newspapers and magazines, and packing containers, pallets, etc., which are placed adjacent to the refuse shall be picked up by the Contractor.  Any spillage of refuse in the course of the handling operation shall be cleaned up immediately by the Contractor.   Refuse containers when used and when emptied shall be returned to their original position with the lids replaced thereon.  All refuse collected shall be hauled in barges or suitable vehicles and disposed of as discussed below.

          (b)  Compliance with Laws and Regulations.  The Contractor shall comply with all laws, ordinances, statutes and regulations pertaining to the collection, transportation, and disposal of refuse and shall obtain such permits, licenses or other authorizations as may be required.

                  (c)  Crews.  The crews of the trash disposal barges utilized by the Contractor shall have in their possession the necessary security clearance from the appropriate port authorities.  The crew members shall not engage in any business activity other than trash removal during performance of trash removal services.   The barge crew shall be entirely responsible for the tending of lines and for barge security.  Insofar as practicable, ships shall separate trash into edible, burnable and non-burnable categories.  Any separation desired by the Contractor over and above this shall be made by the barge crews in the Contractor's barges, at no additional cost or time lost to the Government.  The movement of trash from the vessel to the barge shall be performed with care by the vessel's sailors and in a manner insuring the safety of the Contractor's crews and barges.  Any instances of unsafe practices shall be brought to the attention of the ship's Commanding Officer or his representative immediately, and the Contracting Officer at FISC Norfolk, to insure that corrective and preventive action is taken.

                  (d)  If the Contractor brings a barge, and then must remove it because of bad weather conditions, the Contractor will be paid for the specific collection, or, in the case of a dedicated barge, for the balance of the day.  Should bad weather occur, representatives of the U.S. Navy vessel will contact the Contractor to direct that the barge be removed as a potential hazard to navigation.

                 (e)  Should a vessel with a dedicated barge alongside experience an emergency wherein the ship must depart, the Supply Officer, or his or her, authorized representative will advise the Contractor at least four (4) hours in advance for barge removal at no additional cost to the Government.

(4)  REFUSE SERVICE DEFINITIONS:  As used throughout this contract, the following terms shall have the meanings set forth below:

          (a)  "Refuse" includes all garbage, ashes, debris, rubbish and other similar waste material, and anything else delivered to the ship, but not taken onboard due to spoilage, etc., even though such refuse was not aboard the vessel when it arrived in port.  Not included are explosives and incendiary waste and contaminated waste from medical and radiological processes.

                 1.  "Garbage" means animal and vegetable waste (and containers thereof) 

                  resulting from the handling, preparation, cooking, and consumption of 

                  foods.  Edible, or hog food, garbage is the portion of waste food which 

                  has been segregated for salvage.

                          2  "Ashes" means the residue from burned wood, coal, coke, and other 

                          combustible material.

                          3. "Rubbish" means a variety of unsalvageable waste material such as 

                          metal, glass, crockery, floor sweepings, paper, wrappings, containers, 

                          cartons, and similar articles not used in preparing or dispensing food.  

                          Rubbish is further subdivided into:

                             a.  "Combustible Rubbish" which can be burned readily in an 

                                  incinerator or burning pit; and 

                             b.  "Noncombustible Rubbish" which cannot be burned at ordinary 

                                   incinerator temperatures (800 to 1,800 degrees F.)

          (b)  "Receptacles" or "Containers" means cans, drums, bins, or similar receptacles which can be handled easily, and multiple containers which are handled by mechanical truck-mounted hoists.

C.  COLLECTION, HOLDING AND TRANSFER (CHT)/SEWAGE REMOVAL 

      (BASE YEAR – CLIN 0004)

(1)  The Contractor shall provide sewage removal services, as required.  These sewage removal services involve the collection of collection holding transfer (CHT) bacteriological/chemical liquids generated.  This liquid waste will be pumped by the requiring vessel into contractor provided barge/truck, and will include all waste water generated by the vessel (i.e. grey water and black water).

       (2)  The Contractor shall dispose of this liquid waste as required by local and national laws and regulations at authorized locations.

       (3)  All equipment used for sewage removal shall be in mechanically sound condition and meet all safety standards (as required by all local laws and regulations).  Contractor hoses and connections for sewage removal must be compatible with U.S. vessels.

       (4)  Unless otherwise arranged with the Supply Officer, the Contractor shall 1) provide numbers of barges/trucks with sufficient capacity to assure that the CHT tanks are emptied prior to reaching 90% of capacity; and 2) that service begins within one hour of ship arrival and lasts to one hour before ship departure.  

(5)  The unit price shall include all operating expenses including, tugs, barges, tanks, fuel, discharge cost, insurance, drivers, crew members, all costs related to service performed in overtime, at night, Saturdays, Sundays, and Holidays.

        (6) Contractor shall have the capability of servicing no less than three ships on a daily basis at anchorage and/or pierside as appropriate.

        (7) The Contractor shall be able to provide an accurate flowmeter/depth chart to document the amount of CHT removed from the ship.  The CHT removal figures shall be certified by the ship's personnel prior to payment for services rendered.

D.  WASTE OIL AND AGGREGATE WATER REMOVAL  (BASE YEAR - 

      CLIN 0005)


(1)  The Contractor shall provide waste oil services, as required.  The waste oil services involve the collection of oil and aggregate water generated by U.S. Navy vessels, as ordered by the Ordering Officer.  The waste oil shall be pumped by the requiring vessel into Contractor provided tanks.  The Contractor shall dispose of this liquid waste as required by local and national laws and regulations.

   
(2)  All equipment used for waste oil removal services shall be mechanically sound and meet all safety standards as required by all local laws and regulations.  The Contractor's hoses and connections for waste oil removal shall be compatible with U.S. Navy vessels.  The Contractor's operator shall be familiar with local environmental laws, regulations, and type and class of U.S. Naval vessels.  The price offered in Section B of this contract shall include the costs for drivers or operators (and any helpers or other crew members, as required), overtime charges, all insurance, fuel, customs clearance, and other operating costs.


(3) The Contractor shall be able to provide an accurate flowmeter/depth chart to document the amount of waste oil removed from the ship.  The waste oil removal figures shall be certified by the ship's personnel prior to payment for services rendered.

E.  FRESH POTABLE WATER     (BASE YEAR – CLIN 0006)

(1) The Contractor shall provide for the furnishing of fresh, potable water to U.S. Navy vessels, as required.  No minimum ordering quantity is required.  The prices listed shall include all facilities and equipment necessary for the delivery of potable water to the intake hose of the ordering vessel.  The Contractor shall be reimbursed only for water actually received by the ordering vessel and not water ordered.

          (2) Potable Water is defined as fresh drinking water of a quality not less than that which meets all local Government and U.S. Navy requirements.  The Contractor shall be responsible for identifying and providing water from a source which meets all local Government and U.S. Navy requirements (see below).

(3) The reception, handling, storage, and delivery of potable water to ships' water systems shall be carried out under completely sanitary conditions.

(4) Wherever possible, delivery shall be made by hose from pierside.  If barge service is available and necessary, the Contractor shall ascertain from the Supply Officer the exact amount needed prior to making delivery.                                        

(5) The Contractor shall make deliveries during normal working hours, unless otherwise approved by the Supply Officer.

(6) All equipment, trucks, and barges used by the Contractor in performance of these services shall be subject to such inspection and test by an authorized representative of the U.S. Government as the Ordering Officer may specify.  The U.S. Government inspectors shall be entitled to inspect the equipment, trucks, and barges at all reasonable times, as often as they may deem necessary, and at such reasonable place or places as the U.S. Government may specify.

(7) The Contractor shall, without cost to the U.S. Government, furnish the necessary personnel and facilities to conduct such test and examination of samples of water and barges used hereunder as the Government inspector may designate, to determine the extent or possibility of contamination of such water, equipment, and barges.  The Contractor may, at its option and cost, have the tests conducted by a recognized Sanitary Inspector provided that the performance of the tests and examinations by such Sanitary Inspector has been approved in advance and in writing by the U.S. Government Inspector.

(8) All tests and examinations, whether performed by or on behalf of the Contractor, shall be conducted in the presence of the U.S. Government Inspector.

(9) The Contractor agrees to furnish such reports and execute such forms as the U.S. Government may require in connection with services performed under this contract and further agrees that requests for such reports and execution of such forms will be executed promptly.

Coliform Bacteria

The MCL for coliform bacteria (also called total coliforms) is based on the presence or absence of total coliforms in a semple rather than on an estimate of coliform density.

The MCL for potable water systems analyzing at least 40 samples each month: No more than 5.0 percent of the monthly samples may be total coliform-positive.


c.
The MCL for systems analyzing fewer than 40 samples each month: No more than one sample each momth may be total coliform-positive.


d.
Monitoring and Analytical Requirements



(1)
Public water systems must collect total coliform samples at sites which are representative of water through the distribution system.  Sampling must be accomplished according to a written sampling plan.  The monitoring frequency and number of routine samples required for total coliform monitoring are based on the population served by the system and the type of water source, i.e., groundwater, surface water, etc.  Reference (d) contains sampling requirements for the Navy public water system.



(2)
The standard sample volume for microbiological analyses must be 100 milliliters.



(3)
Approved methods of microbiological analysis include the Autoanalysis Coliert System, also called the Minimum Media ONPG-MUG (MMO-MUG) Test; the Presence-Absence (PA) Coliform Test; the multiple-Tube Fermentation (MTF) Technique, and the membrane Filter (MF) Technique.  A step-by-step microbiological test procedure for shipboard use is included in reference (1).


e.
Repeat Monitoring


(1)
A set of three repeat samples for each total coliform-positive routine sample must be collected.  One repeat sample must be collected from the same tap as the original total coliform-positive sample, the other repeat samples must be collected from within five service connections of the original total coliform-positive sample.  At least one sample must be upstream and the other downstream.  These repeat samples must be collected within 24 hours of being notified of the positive result of the original sample, except where the State waives this requirement on a case-by-case basis.



(2)
If a total coliform-positive sample is at the end of the distribution system, or one service connection away from the end of the distribution system, the State may waive the requirement to collect at least one sample upstream or downstream of the original positive sampling site.



(3)
If total coliforms are detected in any repeat sample, the system must collect another set of repeat samples, as before, unless the MCL has been violated and the system has notified the  State (in which case the State may reduce or eliminate the requirement to take the remaining samples).



(4)
If any routine or repeat sample is total coliform-positive, it must also be analyzed to determine if fecal coliforms are present, except that the system may test for E. coli in lieu of fecal coliforms. Or E. coli testing on total coliform-positive samples if the system treats every total coliform-positive sample as fecal coliform positive or E. coli positive and complies with all requirements which apply when a sample is fecal coliform-positive.

Turbidity 
The MCL for turbidity applies to both community water systems and noncommunity  water systems using surface water sources in whole or in part.  The MCL for turbidity in drinking water measured at representative entry points to the distribution system is:


a.
One turbidity unit for monthly average (5 turbidity units monthly may apply at State option).

Five turbidity units (maximum) average for 2 consecutive days.

These requirements apply to filtered systems until 29 JUNE 1993. F.  PILOTS, TUGBOATS, LINE HANDLERS, AND BERTHING SERVICES   

      (BASE YEAR – CLINS 0007, 0008, 0009, 0010)

          The Contractor shall provide pilots, tugboats, line handler, and berthing services, as required.  The Contractor shall coordinate with Port Authorities as necessary to ensure that the services are available as required and at the times requested.   The contractor is to be reimbursed at the price set forth in the Section entitled “SUPPLIES OR SERVICES AND PRICES/COSTS”.

G.  CARGO LIGHTERAGE    (BASE YEAR – CLIN 0011)

(1)  The Contractor shall provide for cargo lighterage services, as required.  Requirements for lighterage may cover a wide variety of uses such as but not limited to movement of aircraft engines, motor vehicles, and general cargo.  The Contractor shall verify that the correct size and type of craft is used for the purpose intended.  Services are calculated from the time the barge departs from the pier to the time of re-berthing.


     (2)  Ship's tackle may be used with the permission of the Commanding Officer of the vessel, for loading or off-loading the cargo.  However, the Contractor shall have adequate personnel on board the boat or barge to fully assist with slings, hoists, lines, and handling of cargo.  The incidental handling of cargo by Contractor personnel in conjunction with loading or off-loading between the vessel and barge, shall not be separately charged. Charges for lighterage services will be assessed by the Contractor per hour, rounded up to the nearest hour. All invoices for lighterage services will state the actual time period conveyance was utilized.  The Contractor, for invoicing purposes, may round up to the nearest hour.  Prices shall include all ancillary charges.


    (3)  Unless otherwise directed, the Contractor shall lighter fresh provisions and perishables on a preferential basis.  Once an order for the lighterage of fresh provisions has been placed, the Contractor shall ensure that the perishables reach the vessel with a minimum of delay.  Should perishable provisions fail to be delivered within sufficient time to assure their preservation, as a result of negligence on the part of the Contractor, he shall be liable and chargeable for the shipment damage.


    (4) All equipment including boats, barges and lighters used in the lighterage operation shall be maintained in an orderly and sanitary condition, free of debris and/or food substances, and shall be washed down regularly with fresh water.  No dogs or other animals are to be permitted aboard the cargo lighters.  The boats and barges utilized by the Contractor for the performance of 

lighterage services under this contract, shall not be utilized for any other purpose which might serve to contaminate foods carried thereon.  Under no circumstances shall the Contractor utilize his boats/barges and equipment for the purposes of refuse removal.

(5)  The U.S. Government reserves the right to perform pierside inspection of lighters for security or other reasons, whenever such inspection is considered necessary.

H.  CRANE SERVICES   (BASE YEAR – CLIN 0012)
The Contractor shall provide for cranes with operators, as required.  The Contractor shall provide to the Supply Officer of the requesting vessel a crane in accordance with the schedule. 

I.   BROWS (GANGWAYS)    (BASE YEAR – CLIN 0013)

Most U.S. Navy vessels carry brows.  However, the use of their own brows is dependent upon the type of mooring obtained and other vessel considerations.  The Contractor shall provide brows (various sizes and categories), if they are required by the ship.    Prices offered shall include all set-up and removal charges.

J.  CARGO DRAYAGE/FREE TIME/DEMURRAGE/DETENTION  (BASE 

     YEAR – CLIN 0014)

The Contractor shall provide for cargo drayage as ordered for use within 200 KM radius of the ship.  The price shall include driver (and helpers, as required), all insurance, fuel, tools, and all incidental expenses. Inside storage is defined as supplies and/or material stored inside a secure warehouse or other inside facility.  Outside storage is defined as supplies and/or material stored outside in a secure storage yard.  Bonded storage is defined as supplies and/or material stored within any “bonded” warehouse, inside storage and/or outside storage yard.

Free Time is the time allowed to consignee(s) for the pickup and return of containers to the carrier's berth or ocean terminal at discharge point. Upon expiration of Free Time at the carrier's ocean marine terminal, demurrage/detention will be charged to the consignor (Military Transportation Management Command (MTMC)) for each day, or portion thereof, including Saturdays, Sundays, and local holidays, that the container(s) remains at the carrier's ocean marine terminal and continue until container(s) is/are returned in clean and undamaged condition to discharging terminal or other carrier designated point after discharge of it's contents.

K.   WATER TAXI SERVICE   (BASE YEAR – CLIN 0015)

(1) The Contractor shall provide water taxi transportation services when requested by the Ordering Officer.  All equipment used for transportation services under this contract shall be in sound mechanical condition and meet all safety standards as required by all local laws and regulations.  The prices set forth in Section titled, SUPPLIES OR SERVICES AND PRICES/COSTS, shall include driver or operator (and any helpers or crew members, as required), insurance required by local law, fuel, and other operating expenses. 

(2) The Contractor shall pre-inspect the water taxis he/she proposes to use for each order using the specification set forth below.  The pre-inspection check list shall be provided to the Duty Officer of the ship. The Contractor shall ensure that all water taxis are fully licensed, registered, and insured, including liability insurance. 

     (3) Water taxis provided under this contract shall meet the following specifications:

(a) The following information shall be conspicuously posted in the English language and the language of the country in which the port is located:

       -   Current operator's/captain's license and qualifications.

       

       -   Passenger/weight capacity limit notice.

       -   Location and number of life jackets and other life saving equipment.

       -   Location of all exits indicated in large letters (if not obvious).

       -   Emergency procedures.

(b) Each water taxi shall be equipped with at least one clean and serviceable life jacket for each passenger and crew member, and all jackets shall be stowed in a readily accessible place.

                 (c) Except as otherwise specified herein, the service shall include all equipment needed to transport personnel between the vessel anchored in the outer harbor or in the inner harbor and fleet landing or any designated pier or berth within the port.  If  it becomes necessary to change the landing point of the water taxi (pier or berth), the Contractor shall dock at the new landing point at no additional cost to the Government.

                 (d) All water taxis used by the Contractor shall be covered.

                 (e) Emergency lighting, both permanent and hand held, shall be available and in working order at all times.

  
            (f) Operation of the water taxi shall be in a safe and seaworthy manner.

         
(g) The consumption of alcoholic beverages shall not be permitted aboard the water taxis.

  (4) Operator Qualifications:  All personnel or employees of the Contractor operating water taxis, shall have all certifications required and issued by the law of the country in which the port is located for the operation of the type, class, or size of water taxi being operated by such personnel.  In addition, all such personnel shall have requisite experience, skill, knowledge, and familiarity with the water area in which the water taxis are to be operated to ensure the water taxis are operated in a safe and seaworthy manner.

      (5) Security:  During the term of this contract the ship(s) to be serviced will provide adequate and sufficient security personnel for maintaining the orderly transportation of its personnel and such civilians who may be transported.  Such naval personnel will be assigned at the discretion of the ship's Commanding Officer or designated representative.  When a Boat Officer is embarked in a Contractor's operated water taxi, he/she will be responsible for the good order and discipline of U.S. Naval personnel onboard.  He/she will also have the authority from the Commanding Officer to refuse the contracted boat to be boarded and/or sail under conditions the Boat Officer considers to be unsafe and, once the contracted water taxi is underway, to direct its return to its previous mooring due to conditions deemed unsafe by the Boat Officer.

  (6) In the event of a water taxi breakdown, immediately prior to, or during a trip, the Contractor shall provide a replacement water taxi that complies in all respects with this contract, at no additional cost to the government.

  (7) Any personal articles or items found on the water taxi after completion of each trip shall be turned over to the ship's Ordering Officer.

  (8) To verify a claim by the Contractor for any damage or destruction caused by the Government, it shall be the responsibility of the Contractor to ensure that the water taxi is jointly inspected before and after each trip by the Contractor and an authorized representative of the Government.

  (9) For purposes of this contract, "full day service" is defined as 18 hours of continuous service from the hours of 0600 to 2400 local time.

  (10) "Additional hour" is defined as each additional hour of continuous service over and above 18 hours/day. Must be continuous following initial 18 HRS of service. 

       (11) When providing water taxi service to aircraft carriers and amphibious helicopter carriers, the water taxi height depends on LHA/LHD/CV/CVN deck overhang and pontoon width, i.e., the wider the pontoon the farther out the water taxi will be located with subsequent increased clearance.  The requirement is that pontoon width/water taxi height/deck overhang dimensions must be such that the water taxi is able to make aft, port and starboard side approaches with adequate clearance between water taxi superstructure and LHA/LHD/CV/CVN deck overhang.  

       (12) Cancellation.  The fees shown in Section titled, SUPPLIES OR SERVICES AND PRICES/COSTS, will apply in the event service is canceled due to adverse weather conditions, late arrival/ early departure of ship.

       (13) Boat capacity.  Actual passenger capacity at the time of the rendering of services will be determined by the ship's Commanding Officer or his designated representative; notwithstanding the advertised or licensed passenger capacity.  Determination of actual passenger capacity will be based on the consideration of many factors, including, but not limited to, the condition of the water taxi as determined through an inspection, local weather or sea conditions, and any other factors affective safety.

        (14) Inspection and acceptance of water taxis. Inspection and acceptance criteria for water taxi services.  The Commanding Officer or his designated representative of the respective USS/USNS/USCG/NOAA ship shall inspect and accept all liberty boats/water taxis prior to transporting any personnel.  Each order for liberty boat/water taxi services is made on the basis that the request is to be considered a final order/obligation of the ordering activity only after each water taxi has been inspected and accepted by the ship's representative.  The ship's Commanding Officer is solely responsible for the safety of his crew and the subsequent acceptance of liberty boat/water taxi services. If the water taxis' condition is not in accordance with the requirements of the contract, the ship's Commanding Officer, or his designated representative, may reject the water taxi.  In the event an item of critical safety equipment listed above is missing from the water taxi offered for service, the ship's Commanding Officer, or his designated representative, 

will have the option of either furnishing the missing item(s), with appropriate penalties as provided by the contract, or rejecting the water taxi. Listed below are the guidelines to be used by Commanding Officers in their inspection of water taxis prior to acceptance.

       (15) In the event the water taxi is determined unacceptable or deficiencies are found, the Contractor shall replace the water taxi or correct the deficiencies within one hour after receipt of notification.  Failure to replace the water taxi or correct the deficiencies may result in the reduction of the contract price in accordance with the clause entitled "Contract Terms and Conditions – Commercial Items (FAR 52-212-4) (APR 1998)" herein. If the Government rejects a water taxi, the Government shall not be liable for any costs the Contractor incurs in presenting said water taxi for inspection.

L.   VEHICLE RENTAL  (BASE YEAR – CLIN 0016) 

     Vehicle management is of highest concern during port visits.  Utmost attention is drawn to the requirement for coordination between the agent, the ships and drivers to ensure the best possible service.  The Contractor's responsibilities to ensure smooth service include the following:

              -   Identification of vehicles (by sign or other method).

                   -   Fully discuss ship's vehicle control plan at arrival meeting and with all 

                       drivers for cooperation with ship's control procedure.

              -   Advise ship Supply Officers of the driver and vehicle rotation plan and the 

                  driver's meal schedule. 

              -   Provide written guidance to bus drivers, and other drivers if necessary, for 

                   the planned schedule and any other instructions desired by the ship.

All vehicles provided under this contract shall be in sound mechanical condition and meet all safety standards required by local laws and regulations so as to preclude breakdown and injury.  If the vehicles do not meet the requirements of this paragraph as determined by the Ordering Officer, the U. S. Government shall have the right to reject the vehicle for performance of service.  The Contractor shall ensure that all vehicles are at all times fully licensed, registered and insured as required by local laws and regulations.  In the event of a vehicle breakdown, the Contractor shall provide, at no additional expense to the U. S. government, a replacement vehicle which complies in all respects with the contract.

ALL VEHICLES FURNISHED UNDER THIS CONTRACT SHALL BE PROVIDED WITH DRIVERS.
     The Contractor shall, however, make recommendations to the ships of possible alternatives to requested vehicles, when such requested vehicles are inappropriate for the port visited.  For example, when vans are requested by the ships, but are unavailable in the port at a reasonable cost, the Contractor shall notify the ships (through the USDAO) of the unavailability of such vehicles, and advise of reasonable alternatives (i. e., 2 or 3 sedans in lieu of 1 van, alternative use of buses, etc).

  Drivers shall be licensed to operate assigned vehicles, and shall be available during the entire rental period of the vehicle.  English language speaking drivers are preferred, if available.  The contractor shall be responsible for ensuring that the vehicles are jointly inspected by the Contractor and an authorized representative of the U. S. Government prior to beginning service.  No claim for damages or destruction can be submitted without prior conditions inspected.

Rental of vans and sedans shall be either on a 24 hour per day basis (starting from the time the vehicle is rented) or on a 16 hour per day basis (usually between 0800 and 2400 hours), with an hourly charge in excess of 16 hours.  Vehicles may be required at any time for official functions, and the vehicles and drivers must be available during the entire rental period.  Daily rental charges shall include driver, fuel and mileage).  Sedans shall be 4-door vehicles, air conditioned,  accommodating at least 4 persons.  One or two sedans are usually required per ship.

M.    BUS SERVICES  (BASE YEAR – CLIN 0017)

           (1) The Contractor shall provide air conditioned or non air conditoned bus services as required for U.S. Navy vessels at pierside, or at fleet landing for vessels at anchorage.  The price shall include drivers or operators (any helpers or other crew members, as required), all insurance, fuel, holiday surcharges, other operating expenses, and mileage.


  (2) The Contractor shall ensure that the bus is in sound mechanical condition and meets all safety standards required by local laws and regulations so as to preclude breakdown and injury.  Further, the bus shall be in a clean condition when presented for service and shall be free of debris.  The bus shall be sufficiently clean so as not to soil passengers, their clothing, or possessions with dirt, grease, oil, or other matter.  If the bus 

does not meet the requirements of this contract as determined by the Ordering Officer, the U.S. Government shall have the right to reject the bus for performance of services.

            (3) The Contractor shall ensure that all buses provided are at all times fully licensed, registered, and insured (including adequate passenger liability insurance), as may be indicated elsewhere in this contract.

            (4) In the event of a bus breakdown immediately prior to or during a trip, the Contractor shall provide, at no additional expense to the Government, a replacement bus which complies in all respects with this contract.

            (5) Any personal articles or items found on the bus after completion of each trip shall be turned over to the ship’s Ordering Officer.

            (6) The Contractor shall be responsible for ensuring that each bus is jointly inspected before and after a trip by the Contractor and an authorized representative of the U.S. Government.  The U.S. Government will not consider any claim for damage to a bus which has not been inspected.

            (7) Rental of buses shall be either on a 24 hour per day basis (starting from the time the vehicle is rented) or on a 16 hour per day basis (usually between 0800 and 2400 hours), with an hourly charge in excess of 16 hours.  Vehicles may be required at any time for official functions, and the vehicles and rivers must be available during the entire rental period. 

            (8) The minimum bus capacity shall be 40 people.

N.    PAINT FLOAT RENTAL  (BASE YEAR – CLIN 0018)

   The Contractor shall furnish a paint float with the following measurements:

Scaffolding shall cover from 2 – 3 meters freeboard (from deck of paint float) and shall be no higher than 3.5 meters from the waterline.  Rental shall be on a daily basis and it is the ship’s responsibility to secure the float to the ship if rented for more than one day.  Transportation from and to the ship is the Contractor’s responsibility.

O.   FORKLIFT SERVICES   (BASE YEAR – CLIN 0019) 
    The Contractor shall provide forklifts (with drivers) and other incidental material handling equipment (i.e.. nylon slings/chokers with hardware sufficient to lift up to forklift capacity) able to operate on the pier to load and unload cargo from/to trucks, or from/to the vessel.

P.  TELEPHONE SERVICE  (BASE YEAR – CLIN 0020)
  (1)  Telephones - Land lines:  Whether installed on a permanent or temporary basis, land lines shall be made available for official, local and international use.  Installation charge shall be inclusive of all costs for installation and removal of land lines.  Usage charge will be the actual charges computed in accordance with the local or national tariff.

  (2)  Cellular Phones:  The Contractor shall provide cellular telephones of the hand held type which are new (less than 2 years old), mechanically sound and in full compliance with local or national telephone regulations upon each individual mooring.  The exact number of telephones to be provided at that time shall be addressed in the logistics requirements message, which shall be sent out from each individual ship (approximately 3 to 30 calendar days, prior to mooring, to the Defense Attaché Officer.  The Defense Attaché Officer shall act as a liaison between the husbanding agent for that individual area and be responsible for contacting the Contractor as to each ship's requirements and the number of telephones to be provided at that time.

The phones shall be equipped with battery charger (110V, 60HZ), a transformer (110 to 220V), a spare battery, an adapter which permits use of the charger in the ship's electrical outlets, and usage instructions written in the English language.  

These phones shall be available for official use only.  Ships requesting these services shall pay the Contractor the daily rental price indicated in Section titled, SUPPLIES OR SERVICES AND PRICES/COSTS.  The daily rental charge shall be inclusive of all costs for installation and removal.  Phone usage unit charge shall be based on phone meter reading or billing statement from the local or national phone company.  

 (3)  Telephone bills received after the departure of the vessel shall be forwarded to the individual ship in accordance with Section 6.(i) entitled "PAYMENTS", for certification and subsequent payment by the appropriate Disbursing Officer.

Note: Reimbursement for telephone usage charges shall be the actual costs charged by the phone company.  

Q.    FENDERS.  BASE YEAR – CLINS 0021)

The Contractor shall furnish fenders or camels in sizes as ordered in Section titled, SUPPLIES OR SERVICES AND PRICES/COSTS.  The camels shall be flat surface barges for position at the stern or side of the vessel to be placed alongside the pier for use in breasting the ship away from the pier.  Fenders shall be of the commercial cylinder type, made of hard rubber, free of cracks and cuts.   The camels shall provide a space of 12 - 20 inches between the hull of the ship and the side of the breasting barge.   Fenders shall be placed at the fore and aft end of the breasting barge, and on either side of the ship's accommodation ladder.  In the event that the ship does not use the accommodation ladder, the fenders shall be spaced evenly along the breasting barge providing a space of 12 - 20 inches between the ship and the breasting barge.

R.   ADMINISTRATION/COORDINATION OF AIRPORT SERVICES (BASE 

       YEAR – CLIN 0022)

The Contractor shall coordinate with the U.S. Air Force Air Mobility Command (AMC) Station Manager (when one is assigned) to ensure there is no duplicity of effort.  The Contractor shall arrange for all services relating to transshipment of cargo in direct support of the ship that is not covered under the requirements of specifications “A” titled HUSBANDING SERVICES – GENERAL ASSISTANCE.  These services will be required intermittently and shall coincide with the presence of United States military ships.  These support services could be required on any day, including American and local holidays, at any time, and may be in support of either 

military or commercial aircraft arrivals.  The unit price for arranging Airport Services shall include all costs associated with providing or arranging for requested services as shown below.  Services provided under the respective Contract Line Item shall be billed at an hourly rate.  Any portion of an hour shall be rounded to the next whole hour for billing purposes.
a. Air Cargo Handling Services:  The contractor shall arrange for the following air cargo transshipment handling services including, but not limited to:

1).  Outbound cargo transshipment processing such as accepting cargo/mail from conveyance when tendered for shipment; ensure all documents for cargo shipment are complete and accurate; arranging for loading of aircraft within established ground times.

2).  Inbound cargo transshipment processing such as arrange for off loading, transportation, and delivery of cargo/mail, and ensuring accuracy of shipping documents to verify cargo arrival and departure.

S.    ADMINISTRATION/COORDINATION OF PASSENGER HANDLING  

       (BASE YEAR – CLIN 0023)

The Contractor shall coordinate with the U.S. Air Force Air Mobility Command (AMC) Station Manager (when one is assigned) to ensure there is no duplicity of effort.

    1.  Inbound passengers - Various passengers, either ship's crew or personnel to assist with ship repairs may arrive by air in the port ahead of the ship.  Very often these passengers are not seasoned in overseas travel.  The Contractor may be requested to arrange transportation, and lodging. 

    2. Outbound passengers -  

         a. Emergency leave - The Contractor may be requested to arrange transportation from airport, arrange lodging until flight departure, and provide transportation to the airport.  The Contractor will be compensated for transportation expenses to the airport (if requested) at the rate specified in Section titled, SUPPLIES OR SERVICES AND PRICES/COSTS for VEHICLE RENTAL. He will also be compensated at the rate per hour specified in Section titled, SUPPLIES OR SERVICES AND PRICES/COSTS for the ADMINISTRATIVE COORDINATION OF PASSENGER HANDLING. The Contractor shall assist in immigration processing for those travelers without Passports (civilians).  Military personnel will travel on official orders, but still may require immigration processing.

          b. Medical Emergencies - If requested, the Contractor may be required to make arrangements for emergency medical treatment of ship's crew members while the ship is in port. In cases where a member is air lifted into a port by the ship, the Contractor, in coordination with the U.S. Consulate, will arrange for proper medical care until the member can be returned to the ship, or evacuated to the United States. 

     3.  Items provided under the corresponding Contract Line Item for Administration/Coordination of Passenger Handling shall be billed at an hourly rate.   Any portion of an hour shall be rounded to the next whole hour for billing purposes.

T.   DISASTER/HUMANITARIAN RELIEF. (BASE YEAR – CLIN 0024)

1. Disaster/Humanitarian Relief, can be referred to as “contingencies”, are defined as emergency situations caused by natural disaster(s). In addition to rescue and humanitarian relief missions, training efforts and exercises in preparation for actual contingencies shall also be included.


2. The Contractor, or his or her representative, shall be available (either in person or by telephone) 24 hours a day, seven days a week, during the time frame of the operation or exercise, to assist the on-site Government representative in fulfilling logistical requirements to include, but not limited to, translation services, identification of sources, liaison with local political and police authorities, and any other official requirements.  The Contractor shall not be responsible for any other services unrelated to vessel requirements.
U.   SERVICE CHARGE FOR PURCHASE CARD   (BASE YEAR – CLIN 0025)

For purchase card service charges, the Contractor will be reimbursed at the current Bank rate as verified by a letter from the Bank provided to the ship.  The Government Purchase Card (Mastercard “Smart Pay”) is a convenient and preferred method for U.S. Navy ships to pay their bills for husbanding services up to $100,000 US (some commands may have imposed bill paying limitations that reduce the maximum payment allowable for ships under their control).

Citibank is the current program contractor for the Government Mastercard “Smart Pay”.  The charges are handled and paid through a local financial institution of the contractor’s choice and reimbursed by Citibank.  A percentage service charge is taken by the local financial institution on the total charge, and includes a minimal percentage added by Citibank.  Since the service charge is passed on to the respective contractor, this solicitation provides a line item for contractors to recoup those charges via separate invoice, payable by other then the Government Mastercard “Smart Pay”.

In responding to the solicitation, offerors are to indicate in the line item titled “SERVICE CHARGE FOR PAYMENT BY CREDIT CARD”, the rate stated as a percentage, that will be charged by the local financial institution at the time the offer is submitted.  The Citibank Corporation charge is to be added to the local financial institution charge.  The percentage will be used in calculating overall proposal price, thus it would be wise for offerors to shop for a financial institution that provides the lowest rate.

V.   COST REPORTING, ANALYSIS & FORECSTING TOOL (CRAFT) REPORTS  -  

       (BASE YEAR – CLIN 0026)

Upon award of this contract, the contractor will be provided a copy of the CRAFT Husbanding Agent Input Program on a single compact disk (CD).  This CD contains this program as well as all additional software required to run this application.  In order for this application to run, the contractor will be required to have a computer with the following minimum configuration:

-  Microsoft Windows 95 or later (Windows NT is also acceptable)
   -  E-mail capability (Microsoft e-mail is preferred although other programs will also work;

   -  Access to the Internet with either Explorer version 4.0 or Netscape version 4.5 or later browser;

The contractor shall use this program to provide the following reports:

(a) LOGREQ Cost Estimate:  

                    1).  The contractor shall furnish to each ship a CRAFT cost estimate in response to the receipt of a ship's Logistic Requirements' (LOGREQ) message.  This estimate will be prepared using the Husbanding Agent Input Program, and will include estimated prices for all items submitted on the ship's LOGREQ.  It will not be sufficient to simply say that the estimated price is "per contract" or "per Port Tariff".  This estimate will be provided to the ship and NRCC within two (2) working days after receipt of the LOGREQ, and shall include cost saving or avoidance recommendations, and will explain any anticipated “additional” costs.     

2).  The contractor will send their LOGREQ cost estimates both as a message embedded in the body of an e mail, and as a downloaded file sent via the Internet for inclusion in the CRAFT database.  The Husbanding Agent Input Program allows these items to be sent at the same time.  The embedded copy of the estimate will be sent to the ship as well as other specific addresses furnished by the Contracting Officer.

3).  These estimates shall be provided for all US Navy, Military Sea-lift Command (MSC), US Coast Guard, and any other US government ship visiting your port.

4).  The LOGREQ cost estimate does not replace the Husbanding Contractor's requirement to respond to the activity authorized to pass a LOGREQ on behalf of the ship, such as the Port Services office or the Naval Attaché’ at the U. S. Defense Attaché Office. 

(b) Actual Port Cost Report: 

1).  The contractor shall furnish a CRAFT Final Cost Report covering all port costs paid by each ship for which the contractor provides husbanding services.  The term "port costs" includes all supplies or services identified in the section of the contract titled, SUPPLIES/SERVICES AND PRICES, and any other charges paid by the ship during the port visit.  

2).  The contractor will forward the CRAFT Final Cost Reports via the Internet, using the Husbanding Agent Input Program, to NRCC Naples for inclusion in the CRAFT database.    NRCC Naples shall receive these reports within seven (7) calendar days from the completion of the ship’s visit.    

3).  Any changes to this CRAFT Final Cost Report information must be forwarded to NRCC Naples within seven (7) calendar days of the change, via the same Husbanding Agent Input Program.  For instance, if a ship departs port without paying all or part of a bill, the contractor will identify the line items not paid. Similarly, if a ship pays an estimated bill, the estimated payment will be reconciled against the actual bill, and the contractor will report any credits or debits via CRAFT.  

4).  These final cost reports shall be provided for all US Navy, Military Sea-lift Command (MSC), US Coast Guard, and any other US government ship visiting your port.

NOTE:  The CRAFT server scans all reports for computer viruses before there inclusion in the CRAFT databases.  Therefore, any reports sent containing any computer viruses will be returned immediately to the contractor. 

The CRAFT Husbanding Agent Input Program is year 2000 compliant.  The contractor shall ensure that all their computer hardware, software and data is also Year 2000 compliant.  Year 2000 compliant means, with respect to information technology, that the information technology accurately processes date/time data.  This includes calculating, comparing, and sequencing from, into, and between the twentieth and twenty-first centuries, and the years 1999 and 2000 and leap year calculations, to the extent that other information technology, used in combination with the information technology being acquired, properly exchanges date/time data with it.
