DPAS/DAISY INTERFACE INFORMATION

DoD's Business Initiative Council (BIC) recently directed that the screening and redistribution of excess IT assets be transitioned from the Defense Information Systems Agency (DISA) to the Defense Logistics Agency's (DLA) Defense Reutilization and Marketing Service (DRMS).  As of 14 July 2003, the redistribution of IT assets will be assumed by DRMS and incorporated into regular excessing processes.  To support this initiative, we will be deploying a two-way interface between DRMS's Automated Information System (commonly referred to as DAISY) and DPAS effective with Release 16.3.00 (expected release date is 14 July).   

From a user perspective, the DPAS-DAISY interface will enhance auditability, accountability and significantly streamline internal processes.  It can be used to support turn-in of all types of assets including those not carried on the property book in DPAS.  It automates preparation of turn-in documentation (DD 1348-1A) and it electronically notifies DRMS of assets available for redistribution/disposal.  Once DRMS accepts an asset, DPAS receives automatic notification and the asset is removed from the property book to ensure accurate accountability is maintained.  

The termination of the DPAS-DITMS interface for the DPAS user will be COB July 9th, 2003.  This gives DISA time to review and process all Excess and Transfer actions by 11 July 2003.  Final disposal and transfer authorization letters from DITMS will be processed for distribution to their customers by 11 July 2003.

DPAS/DAISY INTERFACE INSTRUCTIONS

Excessing in Place Requirements

Activities that elect to excess an asset in place must sign a Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) with their local DRMO.  Information regarding Excess-in-Place MOAs and general DRMS information can be found on the DLA web site: https://www.drms.dla.mil/rtda/DoD_IT/dod_it.html.  
To activate the DPAS/DAISY interface:

To activate the DAISY interface, DPAS users will need to contact the Navy DPAS Support Team to update each UIC master record to indicate whether they have an agreement to “Excess In Place” or “Not  Excess In Place”.  Within the first window, the DITMS interface information has been replaced with the Excess System Code.  Using the drop down list box, select either [E] -Excess in Place, or [N] -Not excess in Place.  For those users who do not excess directly with DAISY, but through their local supply entity, the value should remain a [ ] -N/A to signify no interface with DAISY. Once the Navy support team has received your request stating you have submitted your request and have a written agreement the Navy Support Team will activate your DPAS/DAISY interface.
Using the new interface:

When DPAS Release 16.3 is in place, and the UIC records have been updated, all excess and pre-notification transactions processed in DPAS will be sent to DAISY via a two way automated interface which works as follows:

· User tags asset in DPAS as excess and generates DD 1348-1A in DPAS

· DPAS notifies DAISY of asset(s) to be turned in

· Activity delivers asset(s) to DRMO

· DRMO accepts the asset and updates DAISY
· DAISY automatically notifies DPAS. 

· DPAS performs a decrease action for that asset and all attached components (In other words, the asset is removed from the Property Book).  
· DPAS generates a DPAS/DAISY Activity Report

· NOTE:  For Bulk managed End Items, users will be required to perform the decrease action manually.  
Computers for Learning Program: 

Like the current DITMS interface, users will be able to electronically identify IT assets for the Computers For Learning “CFL” program.  When assets are identified for CFL and they are ‘Excessed in Place’, users will receive their approval/disapproval response to the request by email from DRMS.  
Excess in Place Asset Visibility
For the assets that are Excessed in Place, visibility of the assets within DPAS will be maintained while disposition is determined by DRMS.  Once DRMS issues the DD Form 1348-1A for disposition of the asset, and the DPAS user has coordinated the release of the assets to the new owner, the DPAS user will utilize the “Excess In Place Delete” process to remove the asset record from the system.
Excessing Assets not in DPAS

To use this interface function it will also work for items not carried in DPAS. There will be more to follow on this subject but it will be available to input non carried items into the interface to allow DRMS to direct the assets to the proper points.
