The information contained in this email is time sensitive.   Request forward the below information to all DPAS users immediately.
DPAS Release 16.5.00 will be effective on 28 June 2004.  Access to DPAS on or after that date requires installation of DPAS Release 16.5.00.  The last day of operations using DPAS version 16.4.04 (or earlier patch versions) is 23 June 2004.

Installation procedures are provided below:
For NMCI activity's DPAS users (ONLY):
The following instructions outline procedures for NMCI DPAS users to upgrade DPAS to version 16.5.00.  Administrator rights, Log-In IDs or passwords are not required to complete these procedures.  Following these procedures, the local NMCI DPAS user can update their individual local NMCI PC with DPAS Release 16.5.00.  

NOTE:  These procedures are designed to upgrade the local NMCI PC (only) to DPAS Release 16.5.00 and are not to be used for an initial DPAS installation.
*  When asked from the File Download, “What would you like to do with this file?” click “Save this program to disk” and then click OK.

*.  You will be presented with the Windows “Save As” dialog box. Navigate to the DPAS installation folder (in a standard installation the path is “C:\ProgramFiles\DOD\DPAS”) and click the Save button.

*.   This will begin the download process. Once the download has completed, navigate to the DPAS folder in step 5 above and locate the file titled “dpas16.5”. 

*.   Double click on the file to initiate the installation process.

*.   The WinZip Self Extractor displays. Ensure “Overwrite files without prompting” is checked.

*.   Click the hot button titled Unzip.

*.  The Extractor unzips the required files to your DPAS folder and updates DPAS.

*.  Close WinZip after files have been successfully extracted.

*.  Navigate to your DPAS icon (normally on your desktop) and launch DPAS.

*.  After logging into DPAS, select Help from the Main Menu.

*.  Select About DPAS. Your DPAS Client Version should now read 16.5.00.

*.  Select OK to return to the Main Menu.

Installation is now complete.

For Non-NMCI activity's DPAS users:

1.  Contact the local IT personnel for download and installation of DPAS Release 16.5.00.

2.  The individual responsible for installing the DPAS software must have a valid/current DPAS web server user id and password.

3.  A web server user id and password are mandatory in order to download and install the DPAS software.

4.  For this release, only DPAS Release 16.5.00 needs to be downloaded and installed.  There have been no changes in the Supra NT, and Eureka (7.0.011) software that requires they be downloaded and installed.

NOTE:  If DPAS/SupraNT/Eureka have not been previously installed all three components must be downloaded and installed.

5.  For commands not having a current web server user id and password a DD Form 2875 (System Authorization Access Request (SAAR)) must be submitted to the Navy PP&E Management Support Team.  Fax copies are acceptable.  Fax number is (757) 443 1694 or DSN 646 1694.  For a copy of the DD Form 2875 go to the Navy DPAS web page (URL listed above) and click on DPAS Software and Security Information.  

6.  It is strongly recommended the Release Notes (link above) be read prior to download and the steps followed carefully to ensure DPAS Release 16.5.00 is downloaded and installed successfully.
