How to Access and use the Navy 

E-Learning web page for DPAS related courses
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1. Log on to the Navy PP & E Management Support Team Web page.

2. Select Accessing Navy E-Learning.

Note: It is recommended that you use Microsoft Internet Explorer; on some machines Netscape does not display all of the graphics and fields. 
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1. Select the Navy Knowledge web page by typing in the above web address. This is a secure socket site, HTTPS.  Your Internet browser must be set to allow you to view this page.  See your IT personnel if your computer does not allow you to view Https sites.

2. If the above link does not work type in; https://wwwa.nko.navy.mil and try getting to the web site via this address.

1. If you already have an E-Learning user name and password enter your information.

2.  Click on the arrow; this will log you in to the NKO web page as shown on page number 7. Follow page 7’s instructions.

3. If this is your first time to log on and do not have a password, select NKO Registration. Follow the procedures listed on pages 4, 5 and 6.

NOTE 1: The speed of your internet connection and computer will determine how long it may take to get logged in.  It is possible it will take several minutes.

NOTE 2: If you have trouble with the login process contact the Navy E-Learning Help Desk/Customer Assistance Center (877) 253-7122 (toll free) or DSN 922-1828.
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Note 1: NKO accounts are available to Navy and Marine Corps: Active, Reserve, Civil Service, Delayed Entry Personnel, Naval Academy Midshipmen, Retired, and Retired Reserve.  Sponsored users (contractors not meeting the above requirements) must register for a guest account.

1. To register to use the Navy E-Learning system, fill out the above data fields.

2. Depress the Create New Account button.  It may take several minutes to display the next page based upon your computer and Internet connection speed.

Note 2: The system verifies your SSN against the DEERS database. If you are not in the group listed in Note 1 above, you are not in DEERS and must register for a guest account. 

NOTICE:  You must have previously arranged with your NKO sponsor in order to complete the guest registration process.  Not all NKO users can sponsor Guest Accounts, only those with Administrator privileges.   Call DSN 922-1001 ext. 2241 for assistance with guest registration. 
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1. Select Close Window.
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1. NKO log in page displayed, verify and input your user ID and password.

2. Depress arrow to continue log in.

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1. Select My Education.
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1. Select with your mouse any where on the displayed picture to access Navy E-Learning.
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1. Select My Enrollments if you have added previous courses to your training as displayed on the next page.

2. If this is your first course or if you are adding a new course select Browse Categories as displayed on page 11.
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1. This page displays all of the previous course titles you have enrolled in.

2. Select Browse Categories to find a new course to enroll in.
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1. Select US NAVY Courses.
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1. Select Military Property Management System.
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1. All courses from the selected category are displayed.

2. To view details for a class double click on the title. 
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1. Select Enroll Now! To add a new course to your enrollments.  If the course has been previously added it will be displayed as shown on the next page.
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1. Select View Enrollments.
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1. All courses that have been added to your enrollment are displayed.

2. Select Launch to start the Introduction to DPAS course or to continue your previous training.
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1. Introduction to DPAS screen displayed. Next page displays the full screen, addition screens shown here for training only.

2. This window must stay open at all times for the course viewer to operate.  Minimize screen (a) to keep it operating in the background.

3. Select Open Legend to view the icons and what they stand for. Minimize when finished viewing. 

4. Next page displays Introduction to DPAS (Navy) without items 2 and 3 open.
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1. Select next chapter to take, or in this example, to complete. In this screen you can see that the first 4 chapters are complete, 1 chapter has been started but not completed and the remaining chapters have not been attempted. 

2. Next page displays selection, Inquiring Stock Numbers in the DPAS Catalog. 
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1. Select next to continue course.

2. Select Menu to return to Course Viewer as shown or previous page and select another chapter or depress Exit Course.
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
