NAVY STANDARD CATALOG STOCK NUMBERS:  There are four categories of stock numbers in the Navy Standard Catalog to choose from when adding an asset into DPAS.  All stock numbers contain 13 digits. 

Use the following procedure to create a catalog that contains the current Navy DPAS Stock Numbers.  This catalog is used to research the appropriate nomenclature of your asset to select an existing Navy DPAS Stock Numbers to use to add the asset to DPAS.  

· At the DPAS Main Menu select the Catalog Icon.

· Then Select Inquires and Catalog.

· From the View selection pick Report then select OK.

· From the selection field on the left double click on Generic Nomenclature.  This will add Generic Nomenclature to the Selected Fields.  Then select OK.  This will create a report that lists all stock numbers in the Catalog.

Use the following steps to export the report to your computer:

· Select Retrieve All then select Yes to retrieve all rows. 

· Select Export then select Microsoft Excel and then select the OK button.  This will export the catalog to an Excel file.  From here you should save the Excel file to your computer.  

Use the following steps to save the excel file to your computer:  

· Select File and Save As.  

· Under ‘Save As Type’ choose Excel, enter a File Name, and lastly select the appropriate directory to save the file.    

1. National Stock Number (NSN):  These are the standard DOD Stock numbers available in FEDLOG.   Only use an NSN to add an asset to DPAS if the NSN is an exact match of the Part Number and/or Model Number of your asset.  The Navy Standard Catalog in DPAS interfaces with FEDLOG and periodically is update with new management data.  

2.  Navy DPAS Catalog Stock Number:  If you cannot find an NSN for the asset you want to add to DPAS you should then select an existing Navy DPAS Catalog Stock Number.   These stock numbers will contain an F inserted in the seventh position of the stock number.  For example, the stock number 7021-00-F00-1764 identifies the asset as a Navy DPAS Catalog Stock Number.  Here the FSC (Federal Supply Classification) of 7021 identifies the asset as a computer and 00-F00-1764 identifies it as a CPU. 

3. Lease Stock Numbers:  This number will only be used to record a LEASE AGREEMENT in DPAS.  Navy DPAS Catalog Stock Numbers containing LEA in the seventh digit position identifies Material as a lease agreement in DPAS.  For example; Truck FSC 2320 followed by 00LEA0002.

4. Military Equipment Stock Numbers:  National Defense Equipment (NDE) has been reclassified as Military Equipment.  Only existing Military Equipment Stock Numbers will be available for use.  No new Military Equipment Stock Numbers will be built into the Navy DPAS Catalog.  An existing Military Equipment Stock Number can only be used if the asset Part Number or Model Number exactly matches an existing Military Equipment Stock Number. Military Equipment Stock Numbers contain ‘NDE’ in the seventh digit position of the stock number.  For example; Trainers FSC 6910 would be followed by 00NDE0001.  .
