This is not a replacement for PC “A” school.  This course was set up to supplement the “A” school training and also provide much needed training to our many sailors who struck into the rate and did not have the benefit of attending the “A” School.  The course will take you from the basics through upper level supervisory functions. RECENT RESULTS OF COURT MARTIAL OF A PC2

POSTAL CRIME DOES NOT PAY.   

These are the results of a recent court martial for a PC2 who was doing funny things with money order monies.

MBR was found guilty by Special Courts-Martial on 01 May 2002 of art. 92 (dereliction of duty), and art. 121 (larceny).  Was awarded: BAD CONDUCT DISCHARGE (BCD), Reduction in Rank to E-1, $737.00 fine, 2/3 pay for 5 months, and 5 months confinement.  Believe me this is not an isolated case going on in the Fleet right now.  In the Atlantic Fleet alone we have four active NCIS Investigations going on in our post offices involving several PC's and even a Disbursing Officer.  The one thing about being a Postal Clerk, from my experience, is that if you are not doing the things that you should be doing, eventually it will catch up with you. You might get caught when you are a PCSN or it might take until you make PCCM, but rest assured the only way to stay out of trouble and

survive as a Postal Clerk, without something like the above happening to you, is to ALWAYS do the right thing, especially when you aren't being supervised very closely.   Please look around you constantly and if things don't look right to you, don't look the other way, do something about it, your intervention could save your shipmates career.

REGIONAL NAVY MAIL CENTER NORFOLK INFO

   RNMC has now become a “one stop shop” for Navy Postal.  In addition to us assuming responsibility for the Postal Assistance Advisor program and the Atlantic Fleet Postal Finance Office operation, we now team up with the Postal Advisors and conduct Official Mail assessments in conjunction with a commands Post Office assessment.  We will be looking at each commands official mail program and procedures.   This is not an inspection, only an assist.  We will be working with each commands Official Mail Manager (OMM) in assisting them in adhering to the Navy’s Official Mail cost control program.

   All questions regarding official mail and all command mail services in the Norfolk AOR should be addressed to RNMC personnel prior to contacting the Atlantic Fleet Postal Officer.  Services information and phone number, email points of contact can be found on our website.  We have a page for Postal Advisors and one for the Atlantic Fleet PFO operation.  Be sure to logon and take a look.  Lots of great info.

ATLANTIC FLEET POSTAL FINANCE OFFICER (PFO)
   All reports and requisitions must be submitted in DUPLICATE.  These reports can either be mailed by USPS indicia Postage and Fees paid registered mail or hand-carried to the LANTFLT PFO. 

   There are still a lot of commands not including their correct MOID number and SFA number on their money order reports.  Additionally you must put your SFA number on all stamp requisitions and postage meter reports. Commands must review and follow the guidance in the Navy Postal Finance Instruction, NAVSUPINST 5119.1 of Feb 2002.  All checks for meter remittance for either stamp requisitions, meter or money order reports must be made out to Postmaster New York!  There are still quite a few commands making the checks out to Disbursing Officer USPS.

   NO BUSINESS MONEY ORDER REPORTS.  All Atlantic Fleet commands must send the Atlantic Fleet PFO office a “No Business” report when money orders are not sold for 30 days.  Each 30-day period you do not sell money orders you must complete a “No Business” report and send it in duplicate to the PFO office.  We will be tracking this and sending out blasts to the TYCOM’s for commands that do not comply.  Also, all Atlantic Fleet commands are no longer authorized to do carry overs of business on money order reports.  Previously, commands conducting money order sales that had business less than $100 could carry this amount over to their next report.  This is no longer authorized for Atlantic Fleet commands.  You must submit a money order report with check for each day that you conduct business, regardless of the amount of business.

QUARTERLY AUDIT  PROCEDURES

   There are still commands out there that have not complied with using PS Form 3294 for conducting their audits.  You must begin using this form for audits immediately.  DD Form 2259 is no longer authorized for use and is not in production.  We have automated copies of PS Form 3294 on our web-site (www.nor.fisc.navy.mil).      

All offices are required to immediately begin conducting audits on PS Form 3294 vice the old DD Form 2259.  The new NAVSUP 5119.1 Navy Postal Finance Handbook has step by step procedures for completing these audits. Many commands are listing the incorrect amount in block 22 for the COPE audit.  This is the block that lists your “bottom line” accountability of the account holder.  Block 22 for the COPEs audit should list the entire amount of the commands credit advanced from the PFO for fixed credit commands or AIC 853 from closeout of previous business added to cash retained, for flexible credit commands.  The PS Form 3294 on our web page has an additional page for credits advanced on PS Form 3369 (fixed credit) or clerk balances (flexible credit).  List these amounts on this page and the total will be transferred to block 16 of the COPE’s PS Form 3294. You are still required to fill out a remarks page.  Example of the remarks page with all required information is listed in the 5119.1 Handbook on page 16.  Follow this example! The PFO web-page, located on the FISC Norfolk web site under Regional Navy Mail center, has the new PS Form 3294 audit sheets along with many other automated forms for your use when conducting business with the Atlantic Fleet PFO. Log on to: www.nor.fisc.navy.mil
   Again, remember that all audit reports are to be sent to the PFO’s office at the RNMC, with FPO AA offices sending an additional copy to the Mayport Postal Advisor.   You can also FAX them to us at 757-444-9796.

   Everyone should now have on hand the Navy Postal Finance Instruction, NAVSUPINST 5119.1  You should incorporate this instruction into your training plan.  Future advancement exams will include information from this instruction.

PCCS (SW) SANTOS
Team Detailing: All sailors receive a message from Naval Personnel Command(NPC) at 13 months from their PRD. The message informs the sailor of their upcoming PRD and order selection process. Sailors are also informed that the following month they will be 12 months from their detailing window and they should be having a interview with their Command Career Counselor and Command Retention Team(CRT). At this interview your career progression and intentions will be reviewed and the CRT will update your command spreadsheet that list all sailors at your command that are 13 months from PRD. On the spreadsheet the sailors career intentions, # of dependents and duty preferences are listed in priority. I will receive this information here at NPC and provide career guidance and possible duty station options. I update the spreadsheet on a daily basis. The spreadsheet is another valuable avenue to exchange information between the sailor their Chain of Command and me the detailer. JASS applications for the billet desired still have to be made by your Career Counselor and if they are not available please call or e-mail me and I will make the application for you. 

CONVERSIONS: Please submit rate conversion requests at least 12 months from you PRD to allow enough time for processing and reply. If you wait until you are in your detailing window (9 months to 7 months from PRD) and get a negative reply on your conversion request you may have missed the opportunity to apply for a billet you desired.

EXCEPTIONAL FAMILY MEMBER (EFM) PROGRAM

Reference:  OPNAVINST 1754.2A

Family members with long-term medical, psychological, or special educational needs are required to be enrolled in The Exceptional Family Member (EFM) Program as soon as special needs are identified.

EFM Categories are based on specialist required, frequency of need, availability of services and the severity of the medical or educational need.  Categories include: 

CATEGORY 1:  MONITORING PURPOSES.
CATEGORY 2:  ASSIGNMENT LOCATION MUST BE PINPOINTED IN OR OUTSIDE CONUS.
CATEGORY 3:  NORMALLY NO OVERSEAS ASSIGNMENTS.
CATEGORY 4:  MAJOR MEDICAL AREAS IN THE UNITED STATES.
CATEGORY 5:  HOMESTEADING PROGRAM.
CATEGORY 6:  TEMPORARY ENROLLMENT.
Sailors are required to update EFM enrollment nine months prior to PRD, or every three years, or if special needs change.  One exception is category six (Temporary Enrollment), which must be updated within one year of assignment.

I can answer your question: Now that you send them in to IAMRU 

electronically as an attachment you do not repeat do not have to mail them in. It was created to reduce transit time for mail. But I will remind you that you must keep a signed copy on file for 3 years. In the very near future the AV-7s will be processed in AMPS. You won't 

even have to email any in. When up, push SUBMIT, the AV-7 data will go directly in St. Louis data base and pay the airline.  The folks at IAMRU will have a great work reduction. This could happen as soon at the 1st of  Sep 2002. Yes you need a 3 digit Air-Stop code TRS to JFK...

NEW YORK

 UNAUTHORIZED/EXCESSIVE GSA SUPPLY ORDERS

Through an agreement with the U.S. Postal Service (USPS), Military Post Offices are authorized to order from the Government Services Administration (GSA), at no cost to the postal activity, items deemed necessary for postal operations.  A list of 229 approved items has been provided to Military Service and Command representatives.

2. The Military Postal Service Agency (MPSA) reviews the GSA quarterly sales report for items purchased from GSA by postal activities with FEDSTRIP accounts utilizing the Touch-Tone Order System (TTOS).  Although review of this report for 2nd quarter FY 02 is not complete, MPSA has already discovered that several activities have ordered items that are not included on the MPSA authorized list, and some excessive quantities of authorized items.  Commanders of applicable Postal Activities will receive a letter from MPSA along with a copy of the report for the activities account, requesting an investigation and inventory.  In some cases, items may be returned to GSA (unopened, undamaged, verified return).  If items cannot be returned, reimbursement to USPS for excessive quantities of authorized items, and all unauthorized items will be required.  3.   MPSA will work with GSA and USPS to develop a way to restrict unauthorized items from being ordered on TTOS.  In the interim, request Military Service and Major Command Postal Representatives, and the applicable Chain of Command, under their cognizance regarding ordering authorized items only, in reasonable quantities.  Violations will result in return or reimbursement for unauthorized items, and may result in suspension of FEDSTRIP accounts and personal liability. SUBJECT: USPS POSTAGE RATES AND FEES CHANGES EFFECTIVE 0001, JUNE 30 2002

1.  ON APRIL 8, 2002, THE BOARD OF GOVERNORS U.S. POSTAL SERVICE (USPS) ACTED ON THE RECOMMENDATIONS OF THE POSTAL RATE COMMISSION AND APPROVED CHANGES IN DOMESTIC RATES, FEES, AND CLASSIFICATIONS PROPOSED IN THE RATE CASE SETTLEMENT AGREEMENT.  THE BOARD OF GOVERNORS HAS DIRECTED THESE CHANGES BECOME EFFECTIVE ON JUNE 30, 2002.  ALL MILITARY POST OFFICES (MPO'S) SHALL IMPLEMENT THE CHANGES DEPENDING ON MPO REPORTING PROCEDURES AND FINANCE OPERATING SYSTEM USED.  MPO'S UTILIZING MANUAL SYSTEMS MUST UTILIZE PRINTED COPIES OF THE NEW RATES, FEES, AND ZONE CHARTS.

2.  MPO'S UTILIZING UNISYS III IRT'S (WHETHER REPORTING ELECTRONICALLY OR MANUALLY) MUST UPDATE THE UNISYS III DISKS WITH IRT UPDATE VERSION 50.  MPO'S MUST VERIFY CURRENT USE OF VERSION 49 BEFORE UPDATING THE UNISYS III DISKS TO VERSION 50.  VERSION 50 IRT UPDATE DISKS WERE MAILED BY USPS ON 11 JUNE TO ALL MAJOR COMMAND (MACOM) POSTAL REPRESENTATIVES FOR FURTHER DISTRIBUTION TO THEIR MPO'S.

3.  BECAUSE OF VIRUS CONCERNS, THE PRIMARY METHOD OF UPDATING IRT'S WILL BE THE IRT VERSION 50 DISKS RECEIVED FROM MACOM REPRESENTATIVES. AS A PRECAUTIONARY MEASURE, MPSA IS CURRENTLY ATTEMPTING TO LOAD IRT UPDATE VERSION 50 IN THE AUTOMATED MILITARY POSTAL SYSTEM (AMPS) FOR DOWNLOAD BY MPO'S IF NECESSARY. MPSA WILL ADVISE BY MESSAGE AND

E:MAIL WITH THE OUTCOME OF LOADING AND TESTING IN AMPS. 

4.  MPO'S TRANSMITTING UNISYS III DATA MUST PREPARE AND SET UP THE RCU DISK FOR TRANSMISSION OF FINANCIAL BUSINESS ON EITHER FRIDAY, JUNE 28, OR SATURDAY,  JUNE 29 (DEPENDING ON THEIR LAST BUSINESS DAY THAT WEEK) WITH DATA CONSOLIDATED USING IRT VERSION 49.  MPO'S CAN THEN PERFORM THE UPDATE TO VERSION 50 AFTER CLOSE OF BUSINESS

UTILIZING ANOTHER IRT.  ALTERNATIVELY, THE UPDATE CAN BE PERFORMED PRIOR TO OPENING ON JUNE 30 (SOME MPO'S IN SWA ARE OPEN ON SUNDAYS) OR JULY 1.

5.  THIS RATE INCREASE WILL AFFECT ALL CLASSES OF MAIL.  THE NEW FIRST CLASS RATE IS 37 CENTS FOR THE FIRST OUNCE, AND THE SECOND AND ADDITIONAL OUNCES WILL REMAIN AT 23 CENTS.  BOOKLETS OF 20 STAMPS WILL SELL FOR $7.40, AND COILS WILL SELL FOR $37.00.  THE NEW POST

CARD RATE IS 23 CENTS.  IT IS NOT NECESSARY TO REVALUE ENVELOPES OR POSTAL CARDS SINCE THE COST OF THE PRODUCT DID NOT INCREASE, ONLY THE RATE OF POSTAGE.  MPO'S SHOULD NOT AFFIX 3 CENT STAMPS TO ENVELOPES, AND 2 CENT STAMPS TO POSTAL CARDS.  CLERKS SHOULD SELL THE ENVELOPE AND THE 3 CENT STAMP, AND THE POSTAL CARD AND THE 2 CENT STAMP SEPARATE.  IN THE IRT, TREAT THE TRANSACTION AS A SALE OF POSTAGE STAMPS 45 CENTS FOR AN ENVELOPE, AND POSTAGE STAMPS 25 CENTS FOR A POSTAL CARD.   INTERNATIONAL MAIL RATES DID NOT INCREASE, BUT FEES FOR SPECIAL SERVICES WERE AFFECTED.

6.  PRIORITY MAIL RATES ARE NOW ZONED ABOVE 1 POUND.  THE PRIORITY MAIL FLAT-RATE ENVELOPE IS NOW CHARGED AT THE 1-LB RATE ($3.85).  USE ENVELOPE EP-14F DATED FEB 2002 OR LATER. 

7.  ONLY MPO'S TRANSMITTING UNISYS III DATA ELECTRONICALLY CAN ACCEPT EXPRESS MAIL.  THE EXPRESS MAIL FLAT-RATE ENVELOPE IS NOW CHARGED THE ONE HALF LB RATE ($13.65 FOR POST OFFICE-ADDRESSEE).  USE ENVELOPE EP-13F DATED FEB 2002 OR LATER.

8.  BOUND PRINTED MATTER SEPARATE FLAT/PARCEL RATES:  THE UNISYS III IRT NOW DISPLAYS A FLAT/PARCEL MENU WHEN THE BOUND PRINTED MATTER KEY IS SELECTED.  ITEMS ARE "PARCELS" FOR THE BOUND PRINTED MATTER RATE IF EVEN ONE OF THE DIMENSIONS EXCEEDS 15 INCHES LONG OR 12 INCHES HIGH OR THREE FOURTHS OF AN INCH THICK.

9.  FREE INSURANCE ON EXPRESS MAIL:  FREE INSURANCE COVERAGE PROVIDED

ON EXPRESS MAIL IS NOW REDUCED FROM  $500 TO $100. 

10.  ONLY MPO'S USING UNISYS III IRT'S THAT ARE TRANSMITTING DATA TO USPS ELECTRONICALLY MAY PROVIDE DELIVERY CONFIRMATION AT ACCEPTANCE. DELIVERY CONFIRMATION IS AVAILABLE FOR ALL PRIORITY MAIL; FIRST CLASS AND PACKAGE SERVICES MAIL, ONLY IF THE MAILPIECE IS IN THE SHAPE OF A PARCEL.  THE SHAPE OF A PARCEL IS DEFINED AS IN A BOX, OR OVER THREE FOURTHS OF AN INCH IN THICKNESS AT THE THICKEST POINT OF THE MAILPIECE.

11.  NONMACHINABLE FIRST-CLASS:  THE " NONSTANDARD" SURCHARGE IS RENAMED TO "NONMACHINABLE FIRST-CLASS" SURCHARGE.  THIS NOW INCLUDES ARTICLES THAT CONTAIN LOOSE COINS, ARE MARKED FOR HAND CANCELLATION, OR ARE OTHERWISE NONMACHINABLE.

12.  MONEY ORDERS:  THE NEW MONEY ORDER (M.O.) MAXIMUM LIMIT IS NOW $1,000.  THE FEE FOR M.O.'S SOLD AT MPO'S WILL REMAIN AT 25 CENTS. MAXIMUM AMOUNT FOR A M.O. INCREASES FROM $700 TO $1,000, ONLY NEW DOMESTIC M.O.'S ISSUED BY THE ACCOUNTABLE PAPER DEPOSITORIES (APD'S)

THAT HAVE THE MAXIMUM VALUE STATEMENT ON THE BACK OF THE MONEY ORDER FOR $1,000 CAN BE SOLD FOR AMOUNTS BETWEEN $700.01 AND $1,000.00. MPO'S SHALL SELL THEIR CURRENT STOCK OF BLANK M.O.'S WITH THE MAXIMUM VALUE STATEMENT OF $700 PRIOR TO USING THE NEW BLANK M.O.'S WITH THE $1,000 MAXIMUM VALUE STATEMENT.  MPO'S SHALL NOT RETURN BLANK MONEY ORDERS IN AN ATTEMPT TO GET THE NEW M.O.'S WITH THE HIGHER MAXIMUM VALUE STATEMENT.  APD'S HAVE ALSO BEEN DIRECTED TO DEPLETE THEIR STOCK OF M.O.'S WITH THE $700 MAX VALUE STATEMENT.  WHILE DEPLETING BLANK M.O.'S SHOWING THE $700 LIMIT, IF A CUSTOMER WANTS TO PURCHASE

A M.O. EXCEEDING $700, THE FIRST M.O. WILL BE CHARGED THE 25 CENT FEE, AND THE SECOND MONEY ORDER SOLD FOR THE DIFFERENCE WILL BE SOLD AS A NO-FEE.  SUBSEQUENT MONEY ORDERS WILL BE CHARGED A FEE.  

13.  COD DELIVERY PROCEDURES:  COD'S ARE NOT NORMALLY RECEIVED AT MPO'S, BUT BECAUSE SOME UNITS MAY RECEIVE COD'S, THE FOLLOWING PROCEDURES MUST BE PERFORMED BY ALL MPO'S:  COD TRUST FUND AIC'S (AIC 050 AND 450) WILL NO LONGER BE ACCESSIBLE ON THE IRT'S.  FOR COD'S PAID IN CASH, THE CLERK IMMEDIATELY ENTERS A M.O. TRANSACTION INTO THE IRT FOR THE COD AMOUNT, AND THE M.O. IS MADE PAYABLE TO THE MAILER; ATTACH THE M.O. AND RECEIPT TO THE COD TAG (PS FORM 3816). REMINDER:  IF THE ARTICLE'S VALUE EXCEEDS $700, CHARGE A 25 CENT FEE FOR THE FIRST M.O., AND ISSUE A NO-FEE M.O. FOR THE DIFFERENCE FOR THE COD TOTAL.  AT THE CLOSE OF BUSINESS, EACH CLERK DELIVERING COD ARTICLES MUST PREPARE PS FORM 3822, COD TAG TRANSMITTAL, IN DUPLICATE WITH THE FOLLOWING REQUIRED INFORMATION:  NUMBER OF COD TAGS, TOTAL

AMOUNT OF M.O.'S PAYABLE TO THE MAILER, TOTAL AMOUNT OF COD CASH PAYMENTS, TOTAL M.O FEES, AND SIGNATURE.  THE CLERK WILL SUBMIT PS FORM 3822 AT THE END OF THE DAY WITH THE 1412 AND COD TAGS AS PART OF THE SUPPORTING DOCUMENTATION.  FUTURE IRT SOFTWARE ENHANCEMENTS WILL ALLOW FOR AN AUTOMATED REPORT OF COD'S TO REPLACE PS FORM 3822. COD'S RECEIVED AT NON-TRANSMITTING LOCATIONS WILL BE PROCESSED AS BEFORE WITH THE EXCEPTION OF APPLYING THE NEW MONEY ORDER LIMIT. 

14.  ZONE CHARTS HAVE BEEN UPDATED.  THE UNISYS IRT WILL CORRECTLY DETERMINE THE APPROPRIATE ZONE.  THOSE MPO'S WORKING WITH PRINTED ZONE AND RATE FEE CHARTS CAN OBTAIN THE UPDATED ZONE CHART FOR THEIR APO/FPO ZIP CODE FROM USPS.COM WEBSITE BY CLICKING ON SERVICE GUIDES, THEN ZONE CHART, THEN ENTER THE FIRST THREE DIGITS.  MACOM POSTAL

REPRESENTATIVES SHALL PROVIDE OR ENSURE ALL MPO'S OPERATING IN A MANUAL MODE (INCLUDING CONTINGENCY OPERATIONS) CAN OBTAIN ZONE AND RATE FEE CHARTS.

15.  AS A RESULT OF THE POSTAGE RATE INCREASE, E-MAILS HAVE SURFACED AGAIN SUGGESTING THAT UNDER A PROPOSED LEGISLATION, THE U.S. POSTAL SERVICE WILL BE ATTEMPTING TO BILL E-MAIL USERS OUT OF "ALTERNATIVE POSTAGE FEES." ALLEGEDLY, BILL 602P PERMITS THE FEDERAL GOVERNMENT TO CHARGE A 5-CENT SURCHARGE ON EVERY E-MAIL DELIVERED, BY BILLING INTERNET SERVICE PROVIDERS AT SOURCE.  THE CONSUMER WOULD THEN BE BILLED IN TURN BY THE ISP.  THIS HAS BEEN CONFIRMED BY USPS HQ THAT IT IS NOT TRUE.

16.  REQUEST MACOM'S READDRESS OR OTHERWISE DISEMMINATE THIS MESSAGE TO ALL POSTAL UNITS AND ACTIVITIES.  MPSA'S POC IS TOM KELLEY, DSN 221-8869, OR COM 703-325-8869.

Temporary instructions for issuing money orders over $700 using the current $700 maximum money orders (Items # 3296 & 3290).

Effective date: June 30, 2002

IRT Offices
If a customer requests a single money order for more than $700, issue two money orders. Issue the first money order for $700 (.25 fee) and issue the second for the remainder amount (not to exceed $300) as a no-fee money order.  

The retail associate will comply with the following procedure:

· On the final Money Order Report, initial beside each no-fee money order that was issued due to a requested amount above the $700 maximum. 

The close-out person/supervisor must:

· Verify that the retail associate has initialed each no-fee money order that was issued due to a requested amount above the $700 maximum, with the total fee amount being reflected in AIC 586, Fee Offset-No Fee Money Order.

This will remain in effect until the supply of $700 maximum money order (items 3296 & 3290) are depleted from the SDO, SSC and Office inventories.  

Issuance of all other no fee money orders, including the new $1000 maximum money orders, continues to follow all F-1 requirements, which states that documentation is required for each no fee money order issued. (F-1 622, 743.2, 743.22)

1.  THE ANY SERVICE MEMBER AND DEAR ABBY MAIL PROGRAMS WERE INDEFINATELY SUSPENDED BY THE DEPARTMENT OF DEFENSE ON OCTOBER 18,  2001.  THIS WAS NECESSARY DUE TO THE MAIL-RELATED BIO-TERRORISM AND DEMONSTRATED VULNERABILITY OF THE POSTAL SYSTEM.  

2.  UNFORTUNATELY SOME PEOPLE AND ORGANIZATIONS ARE STILL TRYING TO SEND MAIL ADDRESSED TO "ANY SERVICE MEMBER" USING A KNOWN APO/FPO ZIP CODE.  IN OTHER CASES NAMES AND ADDRESSES ARE SHARED WITH OUTSIDE ORGANIZATIONS AND WELL MEANING FAMILIY AND FRIENDS. LETTER WRITING AND CARE PACKAGE CAMPAIGNS CONTINUE TO FIND WAYS TO CIRCUMVENT THE 

IMPOSED POSTAL RESTRICTIONS. 

3.  THE MOST RECENT ABUSE HAS BEEN CAUSED BY OUR INDIVIDUAL SERVICE MEMBERS. INDIVIDUALS HAVE BEEN PROVIDING THEIR NAMES AND ADDRESSES TO ORGANIZATIONS, NEWSPAPERS, RELIGIOUS GROUPS AND UNKNOWN INDIVIDUALS REQUESTING LETTERS AND PACKAGES FROM THESE SOURCES.   

4. WE RECOGNIZE THAT IT IS IMPORTANT THAT THE PUBLIC BE ABLE TO SHOW SUPPORT TO OUR TROOPS.  IT IS EQUALLY AS IMPORTANT THAT OUR TROOPS KNOW THAT THE PUBLIC IS BEHIND THEIR EFFORTS.  AT THE SAME TIME OUR PRIORITY IS TO ENSURE SAFETY AND TIMELINESS OF THE MAIL.  WE 

ENCOURAGE THE PUBLIC TO SEND MESSAGES USING THE ANY SERVICE MEMBER WEB SITE LOCATED AT: HTTP://ANYSERVICEMEMBER.NAVY.MIL. 

5.  IT IS REQUESTED THAT UNIT COMMANDERS USE FAMILY SUPPORT ORGANIZATIONS, LOCAL PUBLIC AFFAIRS CHANNELS AND ANY OTHER MEANS TO REMIND PERSONNEL ABOUT THE SUSPENSION OF THESE PROGRAMS AND THEIR RESPONSIBILITY TO ENSURE THAT THEY DO NOT ASSIST IN THE CIRCUMVENTION OF THE POSTAL PROCESS THAT IS CURRENTLY IN PLACE.

For example if the ship is out of range or in a port where the dispatch of mail is not possible for a certain amount of time simply state that fact and an estimated date of dispatch. Please mark your calendars to ensure that you send this report every other Monday to CINCLANTFLT.  We do not intend this to be hard.  We will however, need your emails for record purposes should they decide to audit.  I can not extend this biweekly or weekly deadline therefore it is very important that each command provide the information as requested in a timely manner. I will consolidate all of your responses and forward to the Military Postal Service Agency (MPSA)on Tuesday morning. SUBJECT:  MILITARY POSTAL SERVICE (MPS) PROCESSING OF VOTING MATERIAL 

1.  BACKGROUND:  MILITARY ABSENTEE BALLOTS BECAME A CENTER OF CONTROVERSY DURING THE 2000 PRESIDENTIAL ELECTION BECAUSE SOME LACKED PROPER POSTMARKING. WHILE THE GENERAL ACCOUNTING OFFICE AND DOD INSPECTOR GENERAL AUDITS FOUND "NO SYSTEMIC PROBLEMS IN THE MPS", EVEN A SINGLE BALLOT THAT DOES NOT GET COUNTED BECAUSE OF THE LACK OF A POSTMARK IS UNACCEPTABLE.  

2.  DISCUSSION:  THE DOD POSTAL MANUAL, DOD 4525.6-M, VOLUME 1, PARAGRAPHS 

905.10 AND 1002.5 REQUIRE ALL ABSENTEE BALLOTING MATERIAL TO RECEIVE POSTMARKING AND EXPEDITIOUS PROCESSING.  PUBLIC LAW 107-107, THE NATIONAL DEFENSE AUTHORIZATION ACT OF FY2002, INCLUDED THE FOLLOWING REQUIREMENTS IN RESPECT TO VOTING MATERIALS:  

(1) "DURING THE FOUR MONTHS PRECEDING A GENERAL FEDERAL ELECTION MONTH, THE SECRETARY OF DEFENSE SHALL PERIODICALLY CONDUCT SURVEYS OF ALL OVERSEAS LOCATIONS AND VESSELS AT SEA WITH MILITARY UNITS RESPONSIBLE FOR COLLECTING MAIL FOR RETURN TO THE UNITED STATES AND ALL PORT FACILITIES IN THE UNITED STATES AND OVERSEAS WHERE MILITARY-RELATED MAIL IS COLLECTED FOR SHIPMENT TO OVERSEAS LOCATIONS OR TO THE UNITED STATES. THE PURPOSE OF EACH SURVEY SHALL BE TO DETERMINE IF VOTING MATERIALS ARE AWAITING SHIPMENT AT ANY SUCH LOCATION AND, IF SO, THE LENGTH OF TIME THAT SUCH MATERIALS HAVE BEEN HELD AT THAT LOCATION. DURING THE FOURTH AND THIRD MONTHS BEFORE A GENERAL FEDERAL ELECTION MONTH, SUCH SURVEYS SHALL BE CONDUCTED BI-WEEKLY. DURING 

THE SECOND AND FIRST MONTHS BEFORE A GENERAL FEDERAL ELECTION MONTH, SUCH SURVEYS SHALL BE CONDUCTED WEEKLY. 

(2) THE SECRETARY SHALL ENSURE THAT VOTING MATERIALS ARE TRANSMITTED EXPEDITIOUSLY BY MILITARY POSTAL AUTHORITIES AT ALL TIMES. 

(3) IN THIS SECTION, THE TERM 'GENERAL FEDERAL ELECTION MONTH,' MEANS NOVEMBER IN AN EVEN-NUMBERED YEAR." OSD HAS FURTHER DIRECTED THAT:"THE SECRETARY OF THE ARMY, AS SINGLE MANAGER OF THE MPS, WILL TAKE ACTION TO COORDINATE WITH THE U.S. POSTAL SERVICE (USPS), NAVY, COAST GUARD AND MILITARY SEALIFT COMMAND (MSC) TO PROVIDE POSTMARKING/CANCELLATION CAPABILITY FOR ALL DEPLOYED VESSELS. THE SECRETARY OF THE ARMY WILL PROMULGATE REQUIREMENTS AND PROCEDURES FOR CONDUCTING SURVEYS IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE NATIONAL DEFENSE AUTHORIZATION ACT OF FY02 TO DETERMINE STATUS OF VOTING MATERIALS WITHIN MPS AND PROVIDE CONSOLIDATED REPORTS TO DIRECTOR, FEDERAL VOTING ASSISTANCE PROGRAM, DEPARTMENT OF DEFENSE."

3.  ACTION: 

A.  ALL MAJOR COMMAND (MACOM) POSTAL STAFFS SHALL: 

(1) TAKE APPROPRIATE ACTION TO ENSURE THEIR RESPECTIVE POSTAL ACTIVITY PERSONNEL ARE BRIEFED CONCERNING THE PROPER PROCESSING OF VOTING MATERIAL. 

(2) ENSURE SURVEYS ARE CONDUCTED AT ALL POSTAL ACTIVITIES TO DETERMINE IF ANY VOTING MATERIALS ARE AWAITING SHIPMENT. SURVEYS SHALL BE CONDUCTED AT ALL POSTAL ACTIVITIES ABOVE THE MAILROOM LEVEL AND ALL DEPLOYED NAVY, COAST GUARD AND MSC VESSELS.  OPENING OF MAILBAGS AND LETTER TRAYS AT AMT, AMC, FMC OR OTHER CONSOLIDATED PROCESSING CENTERS IS NOT REQUIRED. 

(3) PROVIDE CONSOLIDATED SURVEY REPORTS TO THE MILITARY POSTAL SERVICE AGENCY 

(MPSA) VIA E-MAIL COMMENCING 2 JULY 2002 AND EVERY OTHER TUESDAY DURING JULY AND AUGUST 2002 AND EVERY TUESDAY DURING SEPTEMBER AND OCTOBER 2002. REPORTS SHALL IDENTIFY ANY LOCATION KNOWN TO HAVE VOTING MATERIAL AWAITING MOVEMENT OR DELIVERY, OR MAIL ON HAND BEYOND THE NORMAL PROCESSING PERIODS. REPORTS SHALL ALSO INDICATE THE POSTAL ACTIVITY LOCATION, TYPES OF MATERIAL DISCOVERED (E.G. VOTING INFORMATION, 

VOTER REGISTRATION REQUESTS, REQUESTS FOR ABSENTEE BALLOTS AND ABSENTEE BALLOTS), REASON FOR DELAY AND IMMEDIATE ACTIONS TAKEN TO EXPEDITE MOVEMENT AND PREVENT FUTURE DELAYS.  INDIVIDUAL REPORTS OF NEGATIVE RESULTS ARE NOT REQUIRED FOR EACH ACTIVITY SURVEYED.  CONSOLIDATED REPORTS SHOULD BE IN THE FOLLOWING FORMAT:  "ALL POSTAL ACTIVITIES SURVEYED WITH NEGATIVE RESULTS" OR "ALL POSTAL ACTIVITIES SURVEYED WITH NEGATIVE RESULTS WITH THE FOLLOWING EXCEPTIONS".  E-MAILS SHALL BE ADDRESSED TO:
